                                Sub:  Looking on arrangement in the cadre of PS- reg.

We wish to bring to your kind notice the following about the above issue and request that the necessary action may be taken at your earliest convenience please. We have been discussing this case for more than a year and we are really pained to say that nothing is moved. 
Since the PA/PS is also an Executive cadre and Looking on or Officiating arrangement is followed in respect of all other Executive cadres in large number, the Pas are feeling that they are neglected. Regular promotions are also affected due to Court cases. Like other Executive cadres they request this arrangement as extended to others.

 They are coming directly under the Control of Heads of SSAs and very much earn the confidence of all SAG/HAG officers who are their immediate Bosses but their grievance is left unheard for a long time. 
A typical case is in Thanjavur SSA where even though a PS post is available, it has not been filled up and a senior-most PA by name Shri Venkatesan who is sufficiently senior is working against the PS-to-GM post. He can very well be given ‘officiating’ or ‘look on’ chance as PS till the post is filled up on a regular basis.

There may be similar cases elsewhere in the Circle where ‘officiating’ or ‘look on’ chances are denied to some senior-most PAs. If at all the Administration considers the pendency of the Stenographers case in the court of law as impediment, it is submitted that the said court case is not and cannot be a bar at all, as there are clear-cut number of PS vacancies already available (due to retirement, etc) against which ‘officiating’ or ‘look on’ can be given to the senior-most PAs. Because the outcome of that legal case pending in the Supreme Court can only increase the number PS posts, as the Stenographers had already won the case in Hon’ble CAT, Chennai and Hon’ble Madras High Court. In any case, number of already available PS posts will not reduce at all.  

Moreover, there may not be any financial implications as many senior-post PAs may be already on the PS pay-scale. It is therefore requested that a review may kindly be made for filling up such vacant PS posts on ‘officiating’ or ‘look on’ basis from among the senior-most PAs.
