Grant of pay scale of 7500-12000 wef 1.1.1996

                               to AE © at par with AEs of CPWD : Reg.

I request our CHQ to formulate the demand of granting of pay scale of 7500-12000 to AEs of Civil/Elect/Arch wings after analyzing the following factors.
1.
The 5th CPC has recommended, vide para 50.54 and 89.22,   granting pay scale of 7500-12000 to 50% of AEs in CPWD w.e.f. 1.1.1996.
2.
The Prasar Bharathi has implemented the 5th CPC recommendations to all AEs (instead of 50%) in their department w.e.f. 1.1.1996. (Annexure-I).
3.
The CPWD has initiated and identified number of 50% of posts in CPWD in all streams (Civil/Elect/Arch). (Letter No. 4/10/97-DW(S&D) dated 1.3.1998) (Page-2/Annexure-II).

4.
Unfortunately, CPWD has not implemented this recommendation of 5th CPC.

5.
In OA No. 299/CH/2009 filed by Sri. C.M.Malhotra, AE, CPWD, Hon’ble CAT, Chandigarh Bench has given a judgment to grant pay scale of 7500-12000 to 50% of AEs as recommended by 5th CPC. (Page-3 to 6/Annexure-II).

6.
CPWD has implemented the order of Hon’ble CAT, Chandigarh Bench vide OA No. 299/CH/2007.

7.
The other AEs (those who are ranking within 50% in the  seniority list) have moved to various Courts/CAT and got judgment in favor of them under “similarly situated persons”. (At the end of Annexure-II).
8.
CPWD has issued order granting upgraded pay scale to those AEs got judgment in favor of them vide letter No. 8/52/2011-EC-III dated 4.5.2012 (Annexure-III).

9.
But, order for upgraded scale has been issued only to AEs who has filed case and not extended to other AEs who are within 50% of seniority list.
10.
In this regard, it is informed that Hon’ble Court has given a direction (in one of the case), to Government to extend the benefit to all similarly situated persons and not to compel any other employee to file a case. (Page 22 of Annexure-II).
11.
In this connection, Hon’ble Minister of State for Urban Development and Employment has replied to Question No. 3068 (date of answer – 19.4.1999) and assured to consider granting 7500-12000 to all AEs of CPWD instead of 50% of AEs. (Annexure-IV).

Also, Hon’ble Minister of State for Parliament Affairs and Hon’ble Minister of State for Urban Development and Alleviation have replied to a Question No. 2667 (Answer Date – 16.12.2002) that the proposal to have a single pay scale of 7500-12000 to all AEs of CPWD is under consideration and also have replied that the pay scale of 7500-12000 has been granted to all AEs of Prasar Bharathi and BSNL (?). (Annexure-IV).
13.
The JEs in civil wing has been denied the scale of 1640/- granted to Telecom JEs w.e.f. 1.1.1986 (4th CPC), based on “Common Category – as per CPWD pay scales”.
14.
The JEs and AEs of civil wing have been denied the pay scale of JTO(T) and SDE (T) i.e, 6500-10500 and 7500-12000 respectively w.e.f. 1.1.1996 (5th CPC) based on “Common Category – as per CPWD pay scales”.

15.
Now, 50% of AEs in CPWD and all AEs of Prasar Bharathi (the then All India Radio) have been granted the upgraded scale with effect from 1.1.1996.

16.
The Judgment in Annexure-II also confirms that ACP is to be continued w.e.from 9.8.1999 in addition to above pay up-gradation as both schemes are different from each other.

17.
CHQ may find out a solution to get the upgraded pay scale of 7500-12000 to AEs of Civil/Elect/Arch wing with effect from 1.1.1996.

18.
The CHQ may also taken into account of the reply given by Hon’ble Minister of State for Parliament Affairs/Urban Development and Alleviation on 16.12.2002 vide Question No. 2667 (a),(b) and (c). (Annexure-V).
