I have got a copy of order No.41019/18/97-Estt.(B) dated 13.6.2000 issued by Ministry of Personnel, Public Grievances & Pensions, Department of Personnel & Training, Government Of India regarding operation of reserve panels and the same is enclosed herewith for your reference.

As per order above, “a reserve panel is to be maintained for every recruitment conducted by UPSC or other Ministries/Departments and vacancies caused in the event of occurrence of non-joining of the candidate within the period stipulated for joining the post or where a candidate joins but he resigns within a period of one year, and if a fresh panel is not available by then, is to be filled from the reserve panel. (Such a vacancy is not to be treated as fresh vacancy)”.

Also, it has been clearly indicated in the order GOI, Ministry of Personnel, Public Grievances & Pensions, Department of Personnel & Training No. 35015/2/93-Estt.D dated 9.8.1995 that “the offer of appointment to a person would lapse, if he did not join the post within the stipulated period of a maximum of  two to three months”.
