It is informed that confirmation order has been issued to Sri. A.P.Nagarajan, JTO©, CSD, Vellore vide letter cited under reference above and the date of confirmation has been notified as 28.2.2000, on the date of passing of simple accounts examination. 

 In this connection, it is regret to point out that confirmation is no way connected with passing of simple accounts and if any order exists on this account, the same may please be communicated to us.

In this regard, your kind attention is invited to various orders issued by Government of India on confirmation, timely issue of confirmation. The order dated 28.3.1988 referred in your letter cited under reference dealt with issue of confirmation only once in the service. The Para 4.I.(B) of this order reads as follows :

“Confirmation is to be issued on completion of probation”.
The order of Government Of India No. 18011/2/98-Estt© dated 28.8.1998 which reads as below: (Copy enclosed).
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“The date from which confirmation should be given effect to is the date following the date of satisfactorily completion of probation or the extended date of probation, as the case may be. The decision to confirm a probationer or to extend the period of probation, as the case may be, should be communicated to the probationer normally within six to eight weeks”.
As per orders above, it is clearly understood that Sri. A.P.Nagarajan, JTO© is to be confirmed on completion of his probation period, ie., as on 7.12.1996. It is also pointed out that the period of probation has not been extended in his case, within a period of six to eight weeks time and it means that he has successfully completed his two years probation period and eligible for confirmation w.e.f. 7.12.1996.
As issue of confirmation has been delayed by the administration in this case against the order of Government Of India (Read Para.2 of order dated 28.8.1998), the official should not be put into trouble.
It is also pointed out that issue of confirmation has been done in other cases as per above GOI orders and different formula has been applied in the case of Sri.A.P.Nagarajan. Following are the examples.

1. Sri. P.A.Ravichandran – Passed in Simple Accounts on 26.12.1996 and confirmed on 7.12.1996.

2. Sri. K.Varadan – Passed in Simple Accounts on 4.11.1993 and confirmed on 3.11.1993.

3. Sri. R.Karthigaiperumal – Passed in Simple Accounts on 20.12.2002 and confirmed on 5.11.2001.

Hence, it is requested to review the case and date of confirmation of Sri.A.P.Nagarajan, JTO©, CSD, Vellore may please be advanced from 28.2.2000 to 7.12.1996.
