I very much appreciate our CHQ for its tremendous job in settling the issues pertaining to Civil/Elect/Arch Executives, particularly in the case of up-gradation under ACP, 1999 Scheme.

How over, one or two cases are there, still unsettled.

The cases of 1st ACP, on completion of 12 years as on 1.10.2004, are almost over, but some cases pertaining to 2nd ACP, for those who have completed 24 years of service as on 1.10.2004, are yet to be settled.

In Tamilnadu Civil Zone, the Executives who were completed 24 years of service from the date of direct entry to the grade between the periods from 20.2.2004 to 1.10.2004 were not considered for up-gradation under 2nd ACP.

The reason for denial of 2nd ACP is the qualification of these Executives. The following Executives, who are actually diploma holders, are the sufferer in this case.

The BSNL, in its order dated 20.2.2004, extended the benefit of 2nd ACP to the Executives with Diploma in Engineering, on completion of 24 years of service. This order was issued based on a Court Judgment to extend the benefit of ACP to the Executives with Diploma for those who were recruited prior to 6.8.1994 (date of modification of RR of EEs). But the BSNL, instead of extending this benefit up to 1.10.2004 (Date of effect of EPP), restricted the benefit up to 20.2.2004.

In these circumstances, we bring the following points to the attention of our CHQ.
1. The above Judgment clearly states that “the 2nd ACP is to be extended to those who were initially recruited before notification of Revised RR of EEs i.e. as on 6.8.1994”.
2. Also, the Government of India, Ministry of Education & Social Welfare (Department of Education Technicals) issued an order on 26.5.1977 (with copy to all Ministries, Departments of GOI, State Govts. Regional Offices and State Service Public Commission) to “recognize a Diploma in Engineering in appropriate discipline plus a total of 10 years technical experience is recognized as equivalent to Degree in Engineering.” (for the purpose of  selection to gazette posts and services under the Central/State Govt).
3. Again, based on the above Govt. order, the Hon’ble HC of Punjab and Chandigarh has delivered a judgment on 15.7.2010 to recognize a diploma with 10 years experience as a Degree.
4. The BSNL also has given an amendment to BSNL MS RR of EEs (2009) on 2.7.2012 to amend to the note 2 below schedule 1B of BSNL MS RR as “… the existing incumbent holding the post … on the date of notification of …. On 6.8.1994 …. Shall continue to be eligible for promotion to the post of EE ….”
All these orders and judgments justify granting   2nd ACP  -
considering their 24 years service prior to 1.10.2004. The above cases of Executives are similar to those who were granted 2nd ACP up to 20.2.2004. 

Hence, we request the CHQ to pursue the problem and try to get it settled. We hope that all the orders and judgments are well known to CHQ and if it is required, the same will be sent to you please.
