Training on quantity surveying using dbsoft – Nomination                        of Civil Executives all over from Tamil Nadu : Reg.
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In Civil Wing, Delhi Schedule of Rates, 2012 (DSR 2012) of CPWD is being followed in preparing estimates pertaining to building works.

Sri. J.Rambabu, SDE©, Hydrabad has introduced a software “Quantity Surveying using dbsoft” to use DSR-2012 in preparing detailed estimate. This software may be useful to Civil Engineers in the following aspects.
1. Detailed Estimates with details of measurements.

2. Blank Schedules in MS word for tender uploading.
3. Comparative Statement. 

4. Market rate analysis.
5. Copy of Agreement and Bills etc.
Sri. J.Rambabu has published the above software in a BSNL function in AP circle and he has initiated to conduct a two days training course on this subject. The ALTTC, Ghaziabad has proposed to conduct the above training program at RGM, CTTC on 11th  and 12th December, 2012 and given instructions to PCE, TN Circle and CE, Chennai TD to nominate Civil Executives for the above course. (25 seats for TN circle and 10 seats for CTD).

Our district branch has proposed to the administration to allot 3 seats per division in TN circle, covering entire Tamil Nadu Civil Executives. Surprisingly, the PCE has allotted all seats only for Executives in Chennai city only. We are informed that the seats are not allotted to Executives working other than Chennai City because of CGM’s instructions on ‘restriction of TA/DA’.


In this connection, we wish to inform that the above software may be useful for civil executives and our proposal of allotting seats to all divisions is genuine. If our request is considered, an amount of about Rs. 15,000/- (max) will be required towards TA/DA which is a meager amount when compared to other expenditure in BSNL. Also, it is also pointed out that it is injustice to give all training to only Chennai Executives, ignoring other executives working in other places of TN Circle – with the reason of “curtailing TA/DA”.
Hence it is requested to take up the case at Circle level so as to ensure nomination of Civil Executives working in all other divisions for the above training program.
